(  Repairing is Re-Making!  (  (Do more with less, Hack or improve old projects, add features to them.)  (  Source locally, where possible.  (  Reversibility is fun; allow parts to be separated and reassembled again.  (  Modularity is good. Parts that fit as other parts are terrific. (  Complex is impressive, sure, but simple is beautiful and inspiring.  (  Use common open tools and standard processes.  (  Make things open. Help others that want to copy your project.  (  Maintain your tools in tip-top-condition.  (  Save Energy. Turn off lights and tools when you leave the workshop.  (  Have fun doing the above and share it.  (  (Go for a walk outside, study natures circularity.)
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
